Walk in His light (5) — (Ephesians 5:8-10 / Psalm 119:105, 130)
Why has God abandoned His people? (6-8) — (Deuteronomy 31:16-18)

They overflow with riches (Ecclesiastes 5:10-11 / James 1:9-11; 2:5-7; 5:1-6)
They have powerful armies (Il Chronicles 26:11-16)
They are full of idols (Psalm 115:2-8)
What will result from these practices? (9-11) — (Leviticus 26:27-35)
Humbled and brought low
Hiding from the dread of God’s splendor
Honor will be accorded only to One (He alone is worthy)

The Day of the Lord — the ultimate fulfillment of His judgment
The arrogance of man is brought low (Job 34:14-15)
The idols will be totally destroyed
The people will flee and attempt to hide (Revelation 6:15-17)
The Lord will shake the earth (Hebrews 12:26-29)
