  Cherub – guardian on the Mountain of God  
  Corrupted by a proud heart (Proverbs 3:7-8, 33-35; 6:16-17)  
 Revelation 12:7 – 13:1; 20:7-10 
  Losing the battle for heaven  
  Leading the whole world astray (Ephesians 2:2-3)
