Psalm 61:1-3 “Hear my cry, O God; listen to my prayer. From the ends of the earth | call to You,
| call as my heart grows faint; lead me to the rock that is higher than I. For you have been my
refuge, a strong tower against the foe.”

Luke 12:1-3 “... Be on your guard against the yeast of the Pharisees, which is hypocrisy. There is
nothing concealed that will not be disclosed, or hidden that will not be made known. What you
have said in the dark will be heard in the daylight, and what you have whispered in the ear in
the inner rooms will be proclaimed from the roofs.”

Ephesians 3:6 “This mystery is that through the gospel the Gentiles are heirs together with
Israel, members together of one body, and sharers together in the promise in Christ Jesus.”

Colossians 1:25-27 “| have become its servant by the commission God gave me to present to
you the word of God in its fulness — the mystery that has been kept hidden for ages and
generations, but is now disclosed to the saints. To them God has chosen to make known among
the Gentiles the glorious riches of this mystery, which is Christ in you, the hope of glory.”

Romans 5:3-5 “Not only so, but we also rejoice in our sufferings, because we know that
suffering produces perseverance; perseverance, character; and character, hope. And hope does
not disappoint us, because God has poured out His love into our hearts by the Holy Spirit,
whom He has given us.”

| Thessalonians 1:9 “... They tell how you turned to God from idols to serve the living and true
God.”

I John 5:21 “Dear children, keep yourselves from idols.”

Ezekiel 36:8 “But you, O mountains of Israel, will produce branches and fruit for my people
Israel, for they will soon come home.”

Luke 10:2 “... He told them, ‘The harvest is plentiful, but the workers are few. Ask the Lord of
the harvest, therefore, to send out workers into His harvest field.”

Revelation 7:9 “After this | looked and there before me was a great multitude that no one could
count, from every nation, tribe, people and language, standing before the throne and in from of
the Lamb. They were wearing white robes and were holding palm branches in their hands.”

John 7:37-39 “...If anyone is thirsty, let him come to Me and drink. Whoever believes in Me, as
the Scripture has said, streams of living water will flow from within him.”

Isaiah 2:19-21 “Men will flee to caves in the rocks and to holes in the ground from dread of the
LORD and the splendor of His majesty, when He rises to shake the earth. In that day men will
throw away to the rodents and bats their idols of silver and gold, which they made to worship.
They will flee to caverns in the rocks and the overhanging crags from dread of the LORD and the
splendor of Him majesty, when He rises to shake the earth.”

Hebrews 12:26-27 “At that time His voice shook the earth, but now He has promised, ‘Once
more | will shake not only the earth but also the heavens.” The words ‘once more’ indicate the
removing of what can be shaken — that is, created things — so that what cannot be shaken may
remain.”
