Thessalonians 2:10-12 / Revelation 12:17; 13:7 / Proverbs 30:5-6)

How can we add to or take away from the prophesies in this book? Do we see this happening
today? In what ways? (Acts 20:27, 32 / Il Peter 3:16 / Genesis 3:3 / Mark 7:8-9)

If the church is in heaven during the Tribulation, why are chapters 6-18 written to those who are
part of the church? Why would these chapters bring a blessing? (Deuteronomy 6:24 / Il
Corinthians 5:18-21 / Isaiah 45:4-7 / Joshua 21:45)
